
 Introduction of Lighthouse Montessori Kindergarten Program 

 We are excited to announce that Lighthouse will offer Kindergarten for the 2023 – 2024 

 academic school year.  The Montessori primary program developed by Maria Montessori is meant for 

 children 3 – 6 years old.  It is a three-year cycle in a classroom with mixed-aged children, three years old 

 through Kindergarten.  Ideally, children would stay with the same program and sometimes even the 

 same teachers through their Kindergarten year.  Special lesson times are planned daily for the 

 Kindergarten group. 

 The third year, or Montessori Kindergarten year, is when all the learning that has begun for these 

 older children, now reaches fruition.  Children will build upon what they have learned. They will build 

 numbers,  add beyond two digits numbers, increase reading of sight words and go beyond the simple 

 three-letter phonetic words, as they are ready.  They will experience rapid academic and social growth, 

 and their skill level dramatically increases when they are given the opportunity to consolidate their 

 knowledge within the Montessori classroom. 

 The Kindergarten child at Lighthouse Montessori will be guided to take on more complex work, 

 begin to learn time management, and have an increased set of expectations and privileges in the 

 classroom. These older students will reinforce their academic skills by being leaders and helpers in the 

 classroom. 

 Transitional Kindergarten-Children who missed the September 1 cut-off to attend  Kindergarten 

 will also benefit significantly in our program, as do the Kindergarten children.  Many are just a few 

 months younger and will have the opportunity to continue smaller ratios, more individual and small 

 group teaching, and all the benefits of Montessori.

 Daily Schedule 

 The daily schedule is not very different from the younger child. Kindergarteners will have rest time, then 

 be allowed to get up and have afternoon work time.

 School closes at 5:45 pm. 

 Lighthouse Kindergarten (2023-2024) Registration 

 1.  Children must meet the age requirement of public Kindergarten/Transitional Kindergarten, or the child 

 has attended Lighthouse Montessori School for three years. 

 2.  Registration fee:$150 (waived for currently enrolled students and children who attended Lighthouse 

 Montessori School). Yearly material fee: $180. Tuition: Full-Day $330 per week/Half-Day $230 per week. 

 3.  A holiday reserve fee equal to 7% current month's tuition will be added to each month before other 

 discounts. No tuition will be charged on the weekdays when school is closed for holidays and breaks. The 

 tuition will be prorated for children starting or withdrawing during the month. Current Month tuition = 

 days attending x daily rate (a fixed rate base on schedule). 

 4.  Follows Lighthouse Montessori School calendar and vacation policy. 

 5.  Field Trips: 1-2 trips will be scheduled(subject to parent volunteer availability.) 

 6.  We are expecting a Kindergarten class with 4-6 students.
